New Registrations

In spite of all the progress today in medicine and technology, there has been found no means of therapy that can take 
the place of blood substances and products. Blood is a therapeutic tool that comes from human beings and cannot be 
obtained any other way.�

The start of the 2010-2011 school year has been one of 
change.  In August, I started as the new Director of ÜAA , and 
I find it exciting to be back in Turkey after a three-year 
absence. From 1999 to 2001, I was the Lise Dean at Tarsus 
American College and from 2003 to 2007 I served as Director 
at the American Collegiate Institute in �zmir.   Although I was 
in the States for three years, in many ways, I feel like I never 
left Turkey.   

I now wish to recognize the graduating class of 2010 for their 
excellent university entrance results.  The class of 2010 
consists of 96 graduates and 98% of the class was placed in 
distinguished universities in Turkey and throughout North 
America.  The majority of the graduating class chose to attend universities within Turkey: 19 students were accepted 
into Bo� aziçi University, 19 into Koç University, ten into �stanbul University, six into �stanbul Technical University, and 

four into Sabanc� University as well as other universities throughout 
Turkey.  Eighteen members of the class chose to attend university 
outside of Turkey at schools such as Drexel, University of Illinois at 
Urbana – Champaign, Northwestern, Connecticut College, Stanford, 
Syracuse, Wesleyan, Boston University, Yale, University of Chicago, 
Skidmore, and Babson, to name but a few.  We congratulate the class 
of 2010 for their hard work and achievement.

years). 

Boys’ Residency Construction Set to Begin 
After 132 years of education history at the American 
Collegiate Institute the move to a full boarding program 
is set to begin this fall!  Following the successful launch 
of the Taner Girls’ Residency in 2009, ACI is set to 
begin construction of the Boy’s Residency Building.  The 
ground breaking will take place in October 
with the project completion date set for 
August 2011.  Once completed, boys and 
girls from all parts of Turkey will have a 
residential option and another reason to 
consider ACI for their high school education. 

In August the elementary school moved off the 
Ba� larba� � campus to a new purpose-built facility in 
�stanbul.  The move of the elementary school now 
means that ÜAA  has regained most of the Ba� larba� � 
campus; we now share the campus with only the 
kindergarten.  The most important part for many 
graduates is that ÜAA is once again using the building 
that is considered the ‘heart’ of the campus: Bowker 
Hall.  The building was first used by faculty and students 
on 6 January 1876 and was named Bowker Hall in 
honor of the president of the Women’s Board of 
Missions (WBM), Mrs. Albert Bowker.  We are both 
excited and honored to once again have Bowker Hall on 
ÜAA student schedules. 

With the elementary school move, ÜAA gained 
additional space and facilities so we chose to quickly 
enlarge the prep contingency to 168 new students for 
the 2010-2011 school year.  We are excited to have 
accepted such a large incoming class without lowering 
the high academic standards of the school.  As we 
begin our planning for the future, we expect to be at 850 
students in five years.  With that growth will come the 
need for a very thorough campus and facilities planning 
process that must include representatives from the 
many school community groups.  It is very important 
during this process to not only plan the number of 
classrooms, offices, etc. that will be needed at 
maximum size, but to also come to a philosophical 
consensus on what the ideal ÜAA student is and ensure 
that the campus culture is organized to support that 
well-rounded education.

In comparison with developed countries, Turkey is down 
the list in donations of blood. In these countries blood is 
donated by about 5% of the population, whereas in 
Turkey only about 1.5 to 2% of the population donate 
blood. Lack of sufficient blood donors is an exceedingly 
important problem. 

The Turkish Red Crescent, which opened the first blood 
centers in Istanbul and Ankara in 1957, today supplies 
an average of about 20-50% of the nation’s blood 
needs. The portion of the population whose needs 
cannot be met by voluntary donations must make use of 
required donations in the hospital. 

In general it is not yet possible in Turkey to obtain sound 
statistical data and follow patient use of blood. ��

As school Director, I believe that the ideal school 
community is not only a school with a strong academic 
program but also a school with strong athletics, drama, 
art, music, and theatre programs.   Each of these areas 
contributes to the creation of a strong school culture.  
Students should have the opportunity to pursue or explore 
many areas of interest through a rich elective program 
and strong extracurricular/activities program.  ÜAA  has 
such programs, and they are a strong part of the school.  
The ideal student is one who tries to maximize the many 
opportunities presented at ÜAA  and explore career 
options and paths that will allow her or him to pursue a 
career that is more than just a profession, but one in 
which a ‘passion becomes a profession.’  The ideal 
parent, teacher and administrator all provide guidance 
and support for the student as he or she moves through 
school and life.  Support includes education for the 
student in the subject areas as well as teaching self-
confidence, self-discipline, teamwork skills, and 
leadership skills that promote the development of 
contributing citizens within any community.                 

As I write this update, we are in the second week of 
school.  We have hosted admissions officers from U.S. 
and Canadian universities, one of our Model United 
Nations (MUN) teams is now in Johannesburg, South 

Africa for a MUN 
Conference, and 
the Student 
Council hosted a 
‘Welcome Back to 
School’ dance on 
a Friday night.  
This was the first 
evening event the 
student council 
has held on 
campus in many 
years; it was well-
attended by the 

student body.  The ÜAA Alumni Association hosted their 
annual ‘Brownie Day’ on the campus with food, fun, and 
entertainment for all.  Graduates from various decades 
came back to meet old classmates and visit their alma 
mater.   

I thank the ÜAA Alumni Association for their support.  As 
Director, I want to support the Alumni Association as they 
continue to explore ways to reconnect alumni to the 
school.  One of my priorities as ÜAA Director is to ensure 
that as a school, we are effective at keeping in touch with 
young alumni, and we make them feel welcome when 
they visit their alma mater.  We need to respect the 
contributions of alumni from older generations and 
recognize the support they have given throughout the 
years.  With current students, we need to develop a ‘love 
of school’ and promote the unique school 
spirit that is a part of the ÜAA school culture.     

As always, the ÜAA family wishes our 
alumni and friends the best; we look forward 
to news about your lives and adventures. 

done for Meryem, and the family had no money for the 
expensive treatment her condition required. Meryem's 
mother, refusing to believe that 
Meryem would not recover, 
appealed to people she knew at 
SEV, and they accepted Meryem 
without charge in the intensive care 
unit of the SEV American Hospital 
in Gaziantep. Meryem's mother 
was overjoyed. The attitude of the 
Gaziantep doctors and nurses, and 
the caring atmosphere of the SEV 
hospital, was an astounding 
contrast with what she and Meryem 
had experienced elsewhere. "There is hope for Meryem 
under this type of care, and it makes it possible for us all 
to bear what has happened to her. They had taken 
Meryem outside for the first time in nearly six months. 
She was so happy with the bright 'American flowers' the 
gardener put in her lap. To me it looked like a miracle. 
There was this day of happiness and hope, and that day 
could never have been without your hospital and your 
people."  

Meryem lived for another two months in the Gaziantep 
ICU before finally succumbing. From the day Meryem 
entered the hospital, no money was ever asked from her 
family. This kind of care and treatment for 
patients in need perpetuates the special 
reputation of the SEV American Hospital in 
Gaziantep. Donations made to FABSIT to 
benefit the hospital support these efforts.
